Anna Logan was an active member of St. Thomas Parish since 
2002. She came to St. Thomas following the death of her husband. 
Prior to coming St. Thomas, she had lived out of the country for a 
number of years. She had to deep devotion to prayer, and to work 
with the poor.   

Betty Mahler was the last of the Mahler family to die.  She moved 
to Montevallo in 1945 with her parents, her sister Jan, and her 
brother Johnny.  At that time, there was no Catholic Church      
building in Montevallo. For many years, prior to the building of the 
Church, Catholic Mass was held in the Mahler home for nearby 
Catholics.  The Mahler family were among the founding members 
of St. Thomas the Apostle Catholic Church.  All the Mahler family 
were faithful Catholic until the time of their deaths.  Jan died in 
June, 2008, Johnny died in August, 2013, and Betty died in           
October, 2015.
